Descend the forest track marked
Sanitorium Road which heads left
and crosses a small creek [8]. Here
a narrow foot track goes through the
pine forest on the remains of what
was once a good benched road.  At
the edge of the pines [9] the track
descends steeply through

regenerating native bush  to Bell
Hill Creek. Follow this creek to a
junction [10] and then go right up
McQuilkans Creek over some large
boulders to the falls. Take extreme
care navigating this part of the track.
The falls have been described as a
“wild an awesome spot” but are
only just worth the effort to reach
them. The return back up the track
is a bit of grunt and once at the pines
[9] the going is a lot easier.
Explore Garden Gully

After visiting the falls from the
junction [10] cross the creek and
proceed down McQuilkans Creek
to the next creek crossing [7]. Cross
and take the benched track which
climbs steeply to Goat Point and
then the route to Smeatons Shack
as described in the Whare Flat walk.
Descend McIntyres Road to the
Aquaduct [4]. Proceed along the
race to McIntyres Road [5] and then
take Longridge Road to the junction
[1]. Go back up McQuilkans Road
to the fork [2] and cross McQuilkans
Creek at the one wire crossing.
Proceed up McQuilkans Creek to
the junction [10] and return to the
start via Sanatorium Road [8].

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The Nordrach Cottage Sanatorium
The first sanatorium in New Zealand
was established in 1899, by two
doctors, Ralph Stephenson and E H
Alexander, at Flagstaff. Nothing
remains of the various wooden
buildings, shelters, gardens and
croquet lawn. The grounds were
some 60 hectares and included the
Craiglowan Falls and scope for
graduated hill-climbing. Open air
(night and day), food and rest was
prescribed as the three ingredients
for a cure of not only consumption
but many other ailments.
“By judicious management patients

are trained to bear open air life, and
gradually to become accustomed to
remain out of doors winter and
summer... From 5 to 6 each patient
has to lie down and rest to prepare
for a hearty dinner, consisting of
fish, joint of meat, vegetables,
pudding and cream, bread and
butter, stewed or fresh fruit, and a
glass or two of milk.”

Stephenson and Alexander's
Nordrach institution attracted
national interest and the NZMJ
published a paper describing the
Nordrach treatment. In 1901 it was
reported that, for the two years the
Nordrach sanatorium had been in
operation, forty patients had been
treated with encouraging results.
There had been improvement in the
majority of cases and in a smaller
number the disease had been
arrested.
However, small institutions such as
Nordrach were only able to treat a
limited number of patients and the
fees further restricted access to this
form of treatment.  Nordrach was
the model for the larger, government
sanatorium Te Waikato, built near
Cambridge in 1902. The Flagstaff
sanatorium did not operate after
World War One.

9 hours Exotic forestry has changed this landscape but some spectacular ridge
walking. Route - as above but from Mount Allan [75] - ridge to Pulpit
Rock [76] - [15] - [77] - descend fence line [78] - Big Stream [79] -
car park.
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This is a good walk on a day when
the weather is poor. The track is very
sheltered and is mainly in bush. The
track commences at the Outram
Glen picnic area car park. Outram
Glen is a popular place on a hot
day. There is a shingle beach and
safe swimming when the river is
low.

From the car park a good track leads
up the west bank of the gorge. The
first part of the track stays low on
the flood scoured banks. Scruffy
remants fo bush, willows, broom
and other weeds line the bank. The
track passes under a fly fox (used to
measure water flows) and a branch
track that leads to the river [1].
Continue to the steps where the
track climbs out of the flood zone
and traverses through mature tall
kanuka forest 80 m above the river.
A population of wild goats lives in
the gorge and the bush struggles to
regenerate. It winds around and
through an open area [2] before
crossing several small gullys [3]
before descending back to the river.
The track goes around a small bluff
and comes out on to a broom
infested flood terrace. A short branch
track goes down to a swimming
hole. Carry on up the flat to the line
of willows and Lee Stream [4].

If Lee Stream is low enough carefully
cross it and follow a marked route
that climbs steeply up a spur to a
lookout that gives views up Lee
Stream. Return back down the track
to the car park.
Lee Stream - In 1903 the DCC spent
16,000 pounds in boring 610 m of
a 2.5 km tunnel through a spur of
Lee Stream. The tunnel would have
emerged approximately 3 km
upstream of the junction with the
Taieri River. The Waipori River was
the better site for generating
electricity and in 1904 the city
purchased a partially completed
power scheme in Waipori and
abandoned the Lee Stream project.
In 1911 the DCC considered piping

water to the Southern Reservoir but
the more distant Deep Creek scheme
eventually proceeded. In the 1990’s
Lee Stream was again investigated
for power generation but again
proved uneconomic.
Outram Glen - The Taieri River
emerges from the gorge on to the
Taieri Plains at Outram Glen. This
has been an important place to cross
the Taieri River. The Upper Taieri
Ferry became officially part of the
highway in 1860 and an
accomodation house and latter
Hotel established on the western
bank. The river is very low for much
of the year so people would avoid
the toll by fording the river down
stream of the punt. This was illegal
and people could be prosecuted for
not paying the toll.
Gold miners using the Dunstan Trail,
which commenced at Outram,
caused a tremendous increase in
traffic using the ferry.  The first bridge
was opened in 1864 but was
severely damaged in the floods of
1868 (2,200 cumecs) and 1877
(1,650 cumecs). The remains of the
western stone pier is just upstream
of the present bridge. The present
bridge was built in 1966 but two
spans and a pier were washed away
in the 1980 flood (2,650 cumecs).
Above the western end of the bridge
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is the Taieri Historic Park with a
number of relocated buildings.
At the eastern end of the bridge is
the well field and pumping station
(the building on silts) of the Dunedin
City Council Taieri Bores water
supply. This is a backup water supply
for the city but is not used to capacity
mainly due to the cost of pumping.
It also cannot be used when the
Taieri River is in flood because the
bores can be contaminated. The
bores are relatively shallow and are
really infiltration galleries being
directly influenced by the flow in
the Taieri River.
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Mullocky Gully
1 hour 3.2 km 70 m
Drive Take State Highway One to Mosgiel. Keep on
Gordon Road and at the first intersection after leaving
Mosgiel (.... km) continue on Gordon Road by driving
straight ahead. Gordon Road becomes Taioma Road
and starts to zig zag up a hill (...km). The seal stops
near the top of the hill. The road enters the Mount
Allan forest (...km) and descends steeply into Mullocky
Gully. Be careful when crossing the railway line (...km).
The road crosses the bottom of the gully. Stop a short
distance up the other side at the first vehicle track
on the left (...km).

Warning: Do not attempt
to cross the bridge or travel
along the railway track as
