VISUAL WASTE AUDIT

A visual waste audit is a great starting point to understanding
the type and amount of waste your organisation produces and
helps identify areas that need improvement. It does not replace a
traditional waste audit, where all waste is sorted and weighed by
category, but it does provide you with a rough picture.
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HOW TO CONDUCT A VISUAL WASTE AUDIT:
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Choose a relatively normal business day so you can get an accurate idea of your organisation’s waste.
Walk around the organisation and look inside each of your communal bins and use the table below to
record your findings.

Assess your findings to identify areas where you think you could improve.
