In particular, the D-G strongly supports the addition of new Areas of Significant Biodiversity Value
(ASBVs) and extensions of existing ASBVs proposed as Change NE7. | would like to take this opportunity
to also encourage the Council to start work on scheduling ASBVs on private or leasehold land in
accordance with the provisions set out in the National Policy Statement for Indigenous Biodiversity
2023. ltis also recommended that Appendix 10A.1 Threatened Plant Species List is updated to reflect
the latest threat classifications set out in the document ‘Conservation Status of vascular plants in
Aotearoa New Zealand, 2023’.

In regard to proposed change NE13 and the site located at 245 Tomahawk Road the D-G does not seek
any changes in relation to the ASBV mapped area (C096).

The D-G has no concerns regarding proposed changes Tree2 (updates to recorded location of existing
scheduled tree groups at Quarantine Island) or RES13 which maps watercourses on Crown land as

‘stormwater open watercourse mapped areas’ and the associated provisions.
