Introducing Disabled Persons Assembly NZ
We work on systemic change for the equity of disabled people 
Disabled Persons Assembly NZ (DPA) is a not-for-profit pan-impairment Disabled People’s Organisation run by and for disabled people.
We recognise:
· Māori as Tangata Whenua and Te Tiriti o Waitangi as the founding document of Aotearoa New Zealand;
· disabled people as experts on their own lives;
· the Social Model of Disability as the guiding principle for interpreting disability and impairment; 
· the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities as the basis for disabled people’s relationship with the State;
· the New Zealand Disability Strategy as Government agencies’ guide on disability issues; and 
· the Enabling Good Lives Principles, Whāia Te Ao Mārama: Māori Disability Action Plan, and Faiva Ora: National Pasifika Disability Disability Plan as avenues to disabled people gaining greater choice and control over their lives and supports. 
We drive systemic change through: 
Rangatiratanga / Leadership: reflecting the collective voice of disabled people, locally, nationally and internationally. 
Pārongo me te tohutohu / Information and advice: informing and advising on policies impacting on the lives of disabled people.
Kōkiri / Advocacy: supporting disabled people to have a voice, including a collective voice, in society.
Aroturuki / Monitoring: monitoring and giving feedback on existing laws, policies and practices about and relevant to disabled people.


The Submission
DPA welcomes the opportunity to give feedback to the Dunedin City Council on the proposed changes to parking in the Bath Street area.

DPA has supported the Bath Street upgrade project, which is now in the final phases of completion.

DPA supports the creation of a mobility parking space with a 120-minute limit on the corner of Bath and George Streets.

This will enable disabled people to access both streets and is conveniently located outside Living Well Resource Centre that provides information and equipment for disabled customers.

We recognise that Bath Street is not long enough to accommodate more than one mobility parking space. DPA recommends that more mobility parking spaces be created in the Octagon to give disabled people greater options when it comes to parking in the central business district. 

DPA supports the creation of a variable parking zone so that cruise ship coaches can park outside Burns House on George Street during the cruise season, meaning that ordinary vehicles can park there in the off-season.
 
DPA supports the placement of an authorised vehicle park which would enable couriers to carry out quick deliveries and collections to nearby businesses without inconveniencing any traffic or pedestrians. 
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
