
I'd prefer Option 2 if you twist my arm, mainly because option 1 doesn't deal with the scary hazard posed by cars parked on the curve under the SH1 overbridge (attached).

I think sharrows are sufficient, and less disruptive in this space, and I would rather have them, all the way along this stretch, instead of lanes. I would dearly love to see the carparks removed under the o'bridge or cycling facilitated on the footpath (is moving the centre line an option allowing bikes inside the parking? (see attached)).

I'm somewhat agnostic about the roundabouts but am not troubled by making St David St 1-way. I'm not worried about in-lane bus stops and think the time is coming where cars will be required to give way to buses re-entering the active lane. I definitely support the 30kmh speed limit.
